Class Objectives

After this class, you should be able to:

1. Write and recognize, visually and aurally, all major and minor scales using key signatures.

2. Write and recognize, visually and aurally, all diatonic intervals above and below a given note

3. Write and recognize diatonic and chromatic intervals and enharmonic equivalents

4. Write and recognize, visually and aurally, M, m, d, A triads.

5. Write and recognize, visually and aurally, all diatonic triads in major keys and primary triads in harmonic minor keys

6. Notate, read, and perform simple melodies and rhythms in simple and compound meters (2/4, 3/4, 4/4, 6/8, etc.)

7. Sing major and minor scales, all diatonic intervals, all triads (M,m,d,A) using moveable do solfege

8. Define basic music and performance terminology

Class Requirements

Attendance: Attendance is mandatory and punctuality is expected. After three absences (without documentation, i.e. doctor’s note) or coming in late four times, you may be dropped from the class or your course grade may be lowered by one letter grade. If you know you will be absent from class, please let me know ahead of time and make arrangements to hand in your assignments. If you stop attending class but do not formally drop the class, you may receive a failing grade.
