Program Overview
The Career Pathways Academy at Los Angeles City College (LACC) strives to provide quality training and experience to concurrently enrolled high school students through the successful completion of short-term courses and the acquisition of certificates, skills certificates and/or Associate of Arts/Science degrees. The Career and Technical Education (CTE) courses offered by LACC furnish the students with a perspective of the workplace in general, while increasing their confidence, skills, and employability.
Our program encourages the collaboration of our coordinators and instructors with the host high school’s counselors and we seek to offer the students a sense of comfort and convenience by conducting classes at the home high school.
It may be most beneficial for high school students to complete our skills certificates by the time they graduate from high school. Because most of LACC’s skills certificates consist of 5 courses, we suggest that students enroll in our courses at the beginning of the last semester of tenth (10th) grade and take one class every semester thereafter so that the certificate will have been earned by the time the student has earned their high school diploma. In order to facilitate students in higher grade levels who still wish to participate in the program, we recommend that those in eleventh (11th) grade take more than one class per semester in order to receive certification in tandem with their high school diploma.
Because of various requirements of the California Community Colleges System Office and the Department of Education, the following DEADLINES have been established:

Submission of Course Request Forms* – 40 days before course starts
Last Day to Add a Class – refer to Schedule of Classes for particular semester

Last Day to Drop a Class (with a W)** - refer to Schedule of Classes for particular semester
