> 2 Nights per week + 1 Saturday per month
> Graduation in Just 2 Years
> Successful Transfer to a University

You may select from two program options.
Both options lead to an Associate Degree.
> The Business Transfer Option is designed for

certification of general education requirements
and fulfills major requirements in business for
transfer to CSU and UC campuses, as well as
many other public and private colleges and
universities.

> The General Studies Transfer Option is
designed to complete the general education
requirements of the Intersegmental General
Education Transfer Curriculum (IGETC) and the
CSU Certified General Education Plan. When
you complete this option, you will be eligible to
transfer to most UC or CSU campuses, as well
as most private and public colleges and univer-
sities.
