VII. Assessment:  New English testing process - Janice gave an overview of the changes to the assessment process. The English Essay has been implemented, the Math Module has been reprogrammed to reduce the number of students struggling with the College level Math exam, and the assessment process has been adjusted to accommodate the new essay. 

VIII. Diversity Scorecard update - A copy of the May 7th Math Department / Diversity Scorecard Powerpoint presentation was distributed. The Diversity Scorecard team is continuing its collaboration with the math department.
